The HewSaw provides a profitable solution for the
sawing of small and medium size logs. Its integrated
functions and flexible sawing programmes guarantee
profitable operations and a quick payback. In one
pass the HewSaw processes small logs efficiently
into accurate sawn timber and high-quality chips.
Its excellent curve-sawing features ensure the best
possible yield from the raw material available.
The HewSaw accepts both softwood and hardwood

raw material.

It takes just one person to operate the HewSaw.
At its simplest, the control of the sawline can be
handled by a computer guided motor centre.
Versions of the HewSaw are also available for short
or unsorted logs. The logs can be fed into the saw
machine either with a mechanical roller infeed
device or, if a more accurate orientation is needed,
by an automated HewSaw Log-In infeed system.

Al of the processing- al|
stages of this compact
and robust saw
machine take place
consecutively within a
one meter linear
space.

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Chipping

High quality chips
During the first processing-stage of

the HewSaw machine the chipper
heads chip the log on four sides.

A variety of different types of chipper heads are
available to cover varying demands, for instance
three-spiral heads which are designed for sawing
at high speeds. The patented chipping knives are
the result of decades of product development
work. All original HewSaw chipper knives must
pass through a strict quality control process
before leaving the factory.

Precise sawing

During the second processing-stage
the circular saw assembly ripsaws the
cant.

The double-arbor circular-sawing technique
provides superior sawing results. The small
diameter blades do not fludder and so very thin
blades can be used. Blade change is also easy
thanks to the cluster features of the saw assembly.
The sawn goods, processed under tight guidance,
are dimensionally accurate and smooth of surface.

Unigque edging
During the third processing-stage the

waney side boards are edged to form
dimensionally accurate timber.

In the HewSaw saw machine this can be achieved
either with edging tools mounted onto the ripsaw
arbors, or with a seperate edging (SE) module
positioned immediately after the ripsaws.

The HewSaw edging process gives both sides of
the board a sawn surface, allows the board width
to be set, and forms edging chips of the highest
quality.

The edging unit is also available as a modification
for existing HewSaws.

HewSaw R200
for short logs

This modification ensures the through feed
of short logs with the help of several special
feed rollers and guidance chains. The log to
be cut can be as short as 1.2 m, so that even
fairly curved logs can be utilised if cut into
short lengths. This version of the R200 is
also recommended for hardwood sawing.

HewSaw R200 MSA

(Moveable Saw Assembly)

The MSA modification is designed for cutting
unsorted or roughly sorted logs. In the
HewSaw R200MSA SE model the saws are
adjustable in the axial direction, so that it is
possible to build several saw patterns onto
each saw assembly. Servo-cylinders make fast
adjustments to the settings, and also the
chipper-heads, circular saw and edging unit
are servo-driven. This version is widely used
in North-America.

HewSaw Mobile,
a sawmill on wheels

It can be particularly important in forest
plantation areas to carry out the sawing where
the raw material grows. With this in mind,
we have developed a mobile HewSaw sawmill.
The sawing and debarking units, together
with other ancilliary equipment, are mounted
onto special trailers which can be driven to
the most suitable sawing location.
